Why was it important for Paul to point 
out that he received mercy when he was ignorant of Christ? 
How does this change the way you think about living the 
Christian life?


Read 1 Timothy 1:18-20. What was it that Hymanaeus and 
Alexander did and how did it affect their faith in Christ? How 
is this a warning to us about willful sin?


Paul is an example of a notorious sinner saved by grace. 
What can we learn from these other biblical examples of 
people who went through amazing conversion stories?
