Why does the local church matter?

The local church is God’s family.
A family gives me encouragement and support.
Do not rebuke an older man but encourage him as you would a father, younger men as brothers, older women as mothers, younger women as sisters, in all purity. 1 Timothy 5:1–2 (ESV)
A family provides help in time of need.

A family goes out of the way to keep unity.
A family has your back.
The local church is where God dwells.
…which is the church of the living God…
In him you also are being built together into a dwelling place for God by the Spirit. Ephesians 2:22 (ESV)

The local church is the pillar and buttress of the truth.
…not greedy for dishonest gain… 1 Timothy 3:8 (ESV)

What must the local church believe?
…He was manifested in the flesh, vindicated by the Spirit, seen by angels, proclaimed among the nations, believed on in the world, taken up in glory. 1 Timothy 3:16 (ESV)
For I decided to know nothing among you except Jesus Christ and him crucified. 1 Corinthians 2:2 (ESV)

Christmas and Easter are historical facts.
Jesus was manifested in the flesh and vindicated by the Spirit…
who, though he was in the form of God, did not count equality with God a thing to be grasped, but emptied himself, by taking the form of a servant, being born in the likeness of men. Philippians 2:6–7 (ESV)
For in him the whole fullness of deity dwells bodily, Colossians 2:9 (ESV)
If the Spirit of him who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you, he who raised Christ Jesus from the dead will also give life to your mortal bodies… Romans 8:11 (ESV)
The work of Jesus was for the entire world and the universe.
…seen by angels, proclaimed among the nations… 
And again, when he brings the firstborn into the world, he says, “Let all God’s angels worship him.” Hebrews 1:6 (ESV)

And he said to them, “Go into all the world and proclaim the gospel to the whole creation. Whoever believes and is baptized will be saved, but whoever does not believe will be condemned. Mark 16:15–16 (ESV)
