Conclusion 
1. God gave each of the people on Paul’s team different gifts and a different 

role to play. Everyone needed to faithfully play their position and use their 
gifts for the gospel to make progress. In the same way, God gave each of us 
at CrossWinds different gifts and different roles to play. The only way for the 
gospel to go forward is for all of us to play our part. 

2. God does not just care about the faithfulness of our relationship to Him. He 
also cares about the faithfulness of our relationships with one another. That 
is the only way to finish well.
