These verses tell us that before Jesus came, we were dead 
to God, locked into a sinful lifestyle, under the control of the devil, and in 
bondage to our sinful nature (See also 1 John 5:19; Titus 3:3; Romans 3:10-18). 
Looking back on your life before Christ, how did spiritual death, the world, Satan, 
and your flesh control your life? How do these verses explain the thinking and 
actions of people around us that live apart from Christ? 

3. Knowing that sin produces spiritual—not just physical—death, how does that help 
you better understand what happened in Genesis 2:7? 

4. Read Ephesians 2:4-7. What blessings do these verses tell us we received from 
God that we don’t deserve? How do these verses change the way you feel about 
what God has done for you? How do they change the way you feel about yourself 
(See also Romans 5:8; 2 Thessalonians 2:13; Titus 3:3-6)? 

5. How does knowing that God deserves 100% of the credit for saving us change 
the way we feel about our relationship with Him and the security we have in that  
relationship (See also Romans 9:16; 1 John 4:10)? 

6. Read Ephesians 2:8-10. Even though we are not saved by good works, why is it 
important that Christians are a people overflowing with good works (See also  
2 Corinthians 9:8; Matthew 5:16; Colossians 1:10)?
