Lot made a series of small bad decisions (Genesis 13:2, 
14:12, 19:1) that led him to disaster.  Proverbs 7:6-10, 
21-23 gives us an example of a young man that also made 
a series of bad decisions, similar to Lot. Read the verses 
and identify the progression that led to his downfall. 

Have you found yourself stuck in sin you know you should 
leave but can’t figure out how?  What does this story teach 
us about how to leave?  What hope do these verse give? 

Statistics tell us 80 percent of Christian singles between 
ages 18 to 29 engage in sex before marriage.  What do the 
following verses teach us about the dangers of lust, 
pornography, premarital sex and homosexuality and how 
to flee it?  

Lot found greater delight in the pleasures of the city than in 
God’s undeserved love. What do the following verses 
teach us about letting our love for the comforts of society 
eclipse our relationship with Jesus? 

 
2 Peter 2:6 tells us the destruction of Sodom and 
Gomorrah serves as an example of coming judgment for 
sin.  What do these verses teach us about the reality of 
coming judgment?  How should that change the way we 
live? 

Lot’s wife struggled to leave behind her old life.  What do 
these verse teach us about the dangers of backsliding or 
holding on to sin? 

Lot was saved through God’s mercy in answer to 
Abraham’s prayer.  Who are two people close to you that 
you can ask God to save?
