statutes and his commandments, which | command you, all the days of
your life, and that your days may be long. Hear therefore, O Israel, and be
careful to do them, that it may go well with you, and that you may multiply
greatly, as the LORD, the God of your fathers, has promised you, in a land
flowing with milk and honey.”

e We love our neighbor by deeply loving our brothers and sisters at
church.

We know that we have passed out of death into life, because we love the
brothers. Whoever does not love abides in death. 1 John 3:14 (ESV)

e We love our neighbor by joyfully sacrificing our time and money to
help others at church.

By this we know love, that he laid down his life for us, and we ought to lay
down our lives for the brothers. But if anyone has the world’s goods and sees
his brother in need, yet closes his heart against him, how does God’s love abide
in him? Little children, let us not love in word or talk but in deed and in truth.
