“You shall not bear false witness against your neighbor.” Exodus 20:16 (ESV)

There are six things that the LORD hates, seven that are an abomination 
to him: haughty eyes, a lying tongue, and hands that shed innocent 
blood, a heart that devises wicked plans, feet that make haste to run to 
evil, a false witness who breathes out lies, and one who sows discord 
among brothers. Proverbs 6:16–19 (ESV) 

2. __________ is it wrong to lie? 

You are of your father the devil, and your will is to do your father’s 
desires. He was a murderer from the beginning, and does not stand in 
the truth, because there is no truth in him. When he lies, he speaks out of 
his own character, for he is a liar and the father of lies. John 8:44 (ESV) 

…in hope of eternal life, which God, who never lies, promised before the 
ages began Titus 1:2 (ESV) 

Jesus said to him, “I am the way, and the truth, and the life. No one 
comes to the Father except through me.” John 14:6 (ESV)
